We have seen some great progress this
guarter, with the launch of the Safety at
Night Charter and our Restorative Justice
Volunteers receiving a reginal award being
two of many great achievements.

All of these highlights have been delivered in
line with the priorities within my Police and
Crime Plan and which you helped to shape

with your valuable input and engagement
during my Use Your Voice consultation.

that may not have a regular police presence. ’

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m Environmental Sustainability action plan
2022/23 progressing. As of November 2022, the
100% renewable electricity energy tariffs are
ahead of plan.

» Work has begun on the new Tidworth
Community Policing Hub following the
PCC's £1.8million investment. The joint
funding model with Tidworth Town Council
offers value for money and enables a fully
formed community policing team, both
neighbourhood and response to look after the
local community.

m Seven new Investigation Standards Officers
(ISO) recruited from retired detectives to
improve investigative proficiency and upskill
staff.

The PCC and Wiltshire Police joined partners
across the South West to support the
Operation Cavell campaign to tackle rising
assaults against emergency responders

Abuse Serial Perpetrator (DASP) behaviour
change workers and survivor support to be
commissioned with probation. This work seeks
to reduce the cycle of domestic abuse, change
violent and abusive behaviours and improve
family lives.

Wiltshire Police have joined the “fearless”
campaign, a nationwide online violence
reporting platform and safety advice for all
users.

The OPCC engaged with Home Office over
expected national funding likely to be made
available for work to reduce serious violence.

The OPPC and NHS South West were awarded
the “Best procurement delivery award”
for sexual assault referral centres (SARC)

recommissioning and procurement.
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PRIORITY 3: Tackle crimes that matter to

local communities

Includes anti-social behaviour, road safety, rural and heritage crime, fraud,

cyber crime and hate crime.

m The OPCC has funded drones

and night vision equipment
for Operation Galileo. As a
result, there has been a 55.5%
reduction in hare coursing
and a 64.3% reduction in
poaching crime logs.

»  Work with local authorities
and the Force to secure

Home Office funding for Safer
Streets projects saw anti-social

behaviour decline by 6% in
November 2022, compared
to November 2021. This was
a year-on-year reduction of
5.7%. In Swindon specifically,

anti-social behaviour declined

by 26.2% in November 2022
compared to November 2021
and sat at 15.6% below the
December 2020-November
2021 average.

m Following the employment of

two new Traffic Enforcement
Officers, two new Road

Safety Officers and one
Administrator to process
speeding tickets, a total

of 562 tickets were issued

to offending motorists.
Additionally, the Roads
Policing Unit saw the number
of tickets issued for speeding
and other offences increase
by 48% from Jan — Nov 2022,
compared to Jan — Nov 2021.

The quarter has seen three
crime forums occur with MP
Michelle Donelan and the PCC
present to discuss matters
such as Operation Scorpion,
a national campaign which
has disrupted 400 drug
lines, seized 131K in criminal
proceeds, 404K in drugs and
arrested 194 individuals in
connection to drug offences.

Wiltshire Police have joined
the Department for Transport
campaign and are using

The OPCC led a ‘Making
Justice Work' recruitment
event at the Steam Museum

in Swindon on 19 November.
Twenty different organisations
involved in the criminal justice
system attended to encourage
young people with an interest
in the sector to consider
career opportunities.
